Homework 4:  Reading files into arrays, sorting and searching




Copy the HW4_Fall09 folder from the N drive, (N:\Classes\CS130\VB_Examples\HW4_Fall09), to your space on drive M:  and rename the folder similar to “HW4_Miller_John”, only use your name.  When you have completed the assignment, copy and paste your folder into the appropriate handin folder.  (N:\HandIns\CS130_Miller  or  N:\HandIns\CS130_Holey)
Open  the VB project, “HW4_Fall09_siblings.vbp” from your HW4 folder.  You will add a second form to this project and name it frmFam2,  and then add buttons and code to this second form to accomplish the following tasks(one button for each task):

1.Read the file, siblings_names_and_ages.txt  into two parallel arrays, Names and Ages, and display a message in a message box to indicate the task was completed.  The data file should already be in your HW4 folder.
2. Sort the Names array into alphabetical order and print the names and ages in a well formatted table. When you sort, be sure to keep the names and ages of each person in the same positions in the two parallel arrays.
3. Use an InputBox function to get an integer, N, from the user representing the number of letters in a name, (the length of a name), and then have your program search for the first name in the list of length N.  Use a MsgBox function to display the name and age of that person or give an appropriate message if the list contains no names of length N.
4. Print the names and ages for those people who are younger than the average age of the siblings.

5. Return to first form, (frmFam1).
